New suites make perfect family retreat in Marrakech
A new addition to the Marrakech Riad family, Dar Star makes for a luxury family bolt-hole in the heart of Marrakech, offering self-contained, serviced accommodation adjoining boutique hotel, Riad Star.

The result of a meticulous 12 month refurbishment project, Dar Star consists of two suites – ‘Ebony’ and ‘Ivory’ – a private roof terrace and its own door onto the street as well as one into Riad Star. The ground floor patio has a kitchenette with microwave, hob and sink, whilst a delicious Moroccan breakfast and recourse to Riad Star’s dipping pool and English speaking staff are included.
The addition of the two new suites brings the combined number of guest rooms at Riad Star, the former home of Jazz Age icon Josephine Baker, to nine. The riad, previously part of a Royal Palace owned by the Pashah of Marrakech who welcomed Josephine as a long staying guest in the early 1940s, opened in September 2013.  Little sister Dar Star has been created from a conversion of a neighbouring property that formed the original kitchen and staff quarters during Josephine’s occupancy, annexed in the 1960s.    
Dar Star is a perfect retreat for two couples; alternatively the suites could sleep two families in comfort.   
Ebony Room comprises a principle double room, mezzanine-level private sleeping area (double or twin configuration), cosy sitting area with two sofas (which can also be made into beds), bathroom with luxurious tub and waterfall shower and an additional upstairs toilet and shower room.
Ivory Room comprises double height living space, which can be furnished as a bedroom (twin or double), private upstairs sleeping area with shower room, downstairs shower room and workspace with granite desk.
Riad Star and Dar Star blend traditional Moroccan style with Art Deco and modern elements; Original Cedar woodwork, exquisite hand carved plaster and a host of other features have all been retained. Each suite, themed for the riad’s former famous resident, comes complete with modern facilities including air conditioning, iPod docks and flat screen TVs.  Extra touches at Riad Star include a hammam and massage suite as well as a dipping pool. 
Rooms at Riad Star cost from £99 per night on a bed and breakfast basis. Ebony and Ivory suites are available to book from £140 per suite per night, or exclusive use of Dar Star costs from £352 per night including breakfast. Prices include a 20% discount offered for online bookings.
About Marrakech Riad - Each Riad has a dedicated, English speaking Moroccan staff offering a complete 24/7 concierge service. Guests can expect extras such as complimentary toiletries, breakfast served at the time of their choosing, help booking restaurants and excursions and if required, the loan of a local pay-as-you-go mobile to tap into the Moroccan hosts’ local know-how while out exploring. Delicious three-course Moroccan dinners can be dished up on request.
Airport transfers (15 minute drive) can be arranged on request for £15 each way (minimum two people). Regular flights are available from London Heathrow, London Gatwick, Luton and Stansted with Royal Air Maroc, BA, EasyJet and Ryanair (bookable direct). Flights are also available from Manchester and Bristol with EasyJet.
