Seek out Africa’s hottest new arts hub on a spring sunshine break
Enjoy a culture fix and some much-needed sunshine in Marrakech this spring. With average highs of 25 degrees in April (rising to 28 in May) combined with new art museum openings, now’s the ideal time to enjoy a visit to the Timeless City.
Marrakech is fast-gaining a reputation as Africa’s hottest art hub, with the newly-launched Museum of African Contemporary Art Al Maaden (MACAAL) leading the charge. The museum’s vast collection of digital art, painting, sculpture and video created by leading artists from Morocco and neighbouring countries reinforces its claim to being the first of its kind on the African continent. 
Meanwhile in the heart of the Medina, exhibitions at the just opened Orientalist Museum take a closer look at the historical works of non-native artists, who have travelled through or stayed in Morocco. Here you will find a private collection of orientalist paintings, which portray Morocco through the eyes of western artists throughout history.

A visit to Marrakech wouldn’t be complete without a tour around the old town’s teeming alleyways and souks and marvelling at its vast palaces and gardens. The three-night culture break with Marrakech Riad costs from £175 per person, including accommodation in one of four charming riad hotels based around the old town Medina, private arrival and departure transfers from Marrakech Airport, a traditional Moroccan dinner on arrival, a morning walking tour with a guide and a tour of the city by horse and carriage.
